The monthly meeting of the North Douglas County Fire & EMS Board of Directors was called to order by Bryce Wertz, with Amelia Grabinski, Rhonda Sheets, Richard Barrone and James Rogers present at 5:00 PM.
There was no media to introduce or citizens not on the agenda.  Richard made a motion to consent agenda which included approval of Octobers minutes, treasurer’s report and payment of the bills seconded by Amelia.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Chief’s Report: Chief Burke went over the call log. There wasn’t anything other pertinent information to include  
Old Business: Training officer position: So far, we have only received 1 possible application that would be considered.  Currently, we are choosing to fill the position with 2-part timers.  One is already a part of North Douglas and specializes in the paperwork portion and the other is retired from Winston and specializes in hands-on training.   We may reopen the position once everything is back on track in 2026.
New Business: The Board discussed the estimate from Mahalo to replace the heating system in Scotts Valley Station.  After discussion it was unanimously decided since the current repair has the heater in working order that we would hold off on replacing the heating unit until it fails again.   Once it fails again the board also decided that replacement at that time would be appropriate and would not need further discussion.

 The Board then went into executive session under ORS 192.660 (2)(F) and 192.660(2)(i)
No votes were held during the executive session. 
Following Executive session, the board returned to regular session:

Ameila made a motion to allow Chief Burke to move forward with SB 1068 and our legal team to redraw district boundaries allowing current out of district residents to annex into the district, seconded by Bryce and unanimously approved. Chief Burke gave a brief explanation to the one person who attended the meeting and allowed him to ask questions.   Further discussions will be held at future meetings regarding the progress and procedure of this undertaking.
